	KEY VOCABULARY

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Play by the rules! (whole class)

Children play or create a dice game with their partner.  Make up a short game with rules e.g. take it in turns to throw the dice five times.  When you throw the dice double the number. The winner is the person with the most points.  You could extend the rules e.g. if you throw an odd number you have to take it away from the total etc.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - Whole class

What rules do we have at school?  Share ideas with partner.  Why do we have rules? Elicit and share ideas.  Class challenge to create some class or Golden Rules to make our classroom a safe and happy place to be.  What things do we need to think about; consider behaviour, being responsible, belongings, learning and how we learn best?

Activity 2 

Split the class into small groups of five or six with a group leader /spokesperson.  Ask the group to think about Golden Rules and decide what Golden Rules their group think would be best.  Give the group a strip of paper listed with the numbers one to five.  Ask someone to be the scribe and record five rules.

Ask the spokesperson to share the rules with the whole class.  Ask someone else in group to cut lists into five strips.  Sort the proposed rules into sets of similar rules e.g. ask the group spokesperson from each group to bring up a strip about noise, if that is one of their rules, stick it on the class whiteboard.  Sort and refine to produce set of class Golden Rules.  

DIFFERENTIATION
Extend to specific children by choosing them to act as a scribe or group spokesperson.

	PLENARY
Review the Golden Rules.  Use the rules as a chance to remind the children about desired behaviour, how to look after their belongings and how to behave responsibly etc.  If we keep the Golden Rules what reward could the class earn; e.g. collect points/ objects in a pot to work towards class reward or class party etc?

1. Why do we have rules?

2. What are our Golden Rules?

3. Will our rules help make a classroom a safe and happy place to learn?
