	THEME: Out and About

	(NB: This could be extended into further sessions, as there are many resources to look into! The fire service also provides much wider assistance than just fire safety, which could lead this into a mini PSHE topic)
LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Previous lessons in how to keep safe.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I understand about the dangers of fire and how to get help if I need it.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know that I should not play with fire or I could be burned. I know that fires can be dangerous.

I can get help if a fire is started.
I have thought about why it is important to have a fire escape plan at home and at school.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Safety, danger, dangerous, fire, matches, escape plan, emergency, fire officer, rules, smoke detector.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· www.direct.gov.uk/kids has many games and resources to aid teaching children to make fire escape plans.

· www.cheshire.gov.uk/kidzone has a good range of videos to show how fires start/ how to fit a smoke alarm/ how to make an emergency call to the fire service.  There are also games to consolidate this learning.  The site also has detailed lesson plans and other resources.

· www.welephant.co.uk has many resources to show how to dial 999 and a good ‘Quiz’ that could be used as a plenary.

· www.community-fire-safety.org.uk has many resources for children but also a downloadable leaflet showing how to make a fire action plan that could be sent home to parents.

· The Fireman Sam story books.

· The local fire service may have an officer who is responsible for fire safety education and who will come in and talk with the children about the fire safety rules.

· Pens/ paper/ telephone or mobile phones to practice making the 999 call.

· Prepared scene cards such as “I can see flames coming from a chimney in the house opposite where I live”- see the resources at the end
· Paint/ collage materials in fire colours.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

If it is possible to use the local fire safety team to lead the session the children respond incredibly well to the ‘difference’ of someone in uniform and with equipment!  Most teams will talk to the children about their uniform and bring some of the equipment for them to see.  They will also teach the children techniques such as ‘Stop! Drop! Roll’ should they ever be caught up in fire.

If this option is not available, introduce the children to the Fireman Sam character.  Ask them whether they know what his job is.  Do they know what he does and why he needs to do it?

As fire plays a part in many children’s lives (in festivals, and for heat) reassure them that most fires are safe so long as there is someone watching them all the time and that safety rules have been thought about.

Use the video clip from the www.cheshire.gov.uk/kidzone site to show how a fire starts.  Discuss what they saw and why a fire may start.  Talk about playing with matches and fireworks.  Talk about a smoke detector (have a real one to show)



	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
If you have been able to use the support of the local fire service the session time(s) may be taken up with their input and an oral follow through.

Activity 1 - As a class

Discuss what might happen in a fire.  There needs to be a balance between providing relevant information and frightening the group.  Ask the children what they would do if they saw a fire.  Discuss the use of the emergency services.  Tell them that the emergency number MUST only be used in a true emergency.

With the telephones and a ‘scene’ card, practice making a 999 call to the fire service:

Children practice saying their name;

Their address (if known);

Their telephone number (or the number they are calling from);

Describing the situation – encourage them to describe landmarks that they see around them;

Encourage the children to be clear in their call;

Talk about what will happen when the operator gets the call;

Remind the group that if they are involved in seeing a fire, they must GET OUT AND STAY OUT before doing anything else;

Remind the group that the school fire drills are practised.  Why do we need to do this?
Activity 2:

Make a large class collage of a fire using various media.  Use this fire as part of the Being Safe display. Add the information about fire safety to the ‘flames’.

DIFFERENTIATION
Some groups may need consolidation about the use of fire/ light during religious celebrations (Diwali/Eid)

	PLENARY
Use the Fire Safety Quiz on the www.welephant.co.uk site to follow up their information session.

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Observing the children’s responses to the plenary will give an idea of what has been retained initially. Setting up a role-play area in the room may also provide evidence when ‘fire situations’ are set up.
