	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Links to previous lesson.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To realise how my behaviour can affect others.  To recognise that learning to respect other people’s feelings is an important part of growing up.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know how to recognise the feelings of others around me.

I can speak thoughtfully so that I don’t upset the feelings of others.

I have thought about how my behaviour affects those around me.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Feeling good, miserable, hurt, angry, embarrassed, positive, group, different.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· Punch and Judy puppets or story there is a web page at www.punchandjudy.com that has short videos and the stories

· Photographs from the SEAL resources showing various group/partner scenes

· Scenario cards- written with different situations e.g.  “A group of children are calling one boy names and he is on his own and in tears. Why are they doing this? How is he feeling? What is the group feeling?”

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

As a warm up play a ‘rounds game’ in a group circle.  Use “this week I was a good friend when…” or “this week I could have been a better friend if….”

Talk with the children about a time when someone made you feel really happy or special (you may have to make this up!)  Ask them to share any such times that they have experienced.

Then talk about a time when someone made you feel embarrassed or stupid.  Ask the children why they think that this had happened.  Ask if anyone would like to share a similar experience, be careful they don’t use any names to protect classmates.

Tell the children that we are going to think about how actions and words can affect others. 


	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - As a whole class

Introduce the characters of Punch and Judy.  Tell the story (or act it!) of Punch mistreating Judy in an over the top way.  Some children may be able to act out further episodes for the others to watch.  Judy may also retaliate in her own way.

As the story unfolds, ask questions about how each character is feeling and why they are behaving in that way.  What is making one character behave in that particular manner and how is it affecting the other one?  Why don’t they realise that they are upsetting the other one?  What should happen now?

During this activity encourage the children to put themselves into a character’s shoes and try to work out what they are feeling and how they are likely to respond to the other one.  Ask the children to share their thinking with each other.
Activity 2

Use photographs (many can be printed from the SEAL CD-ROM ref: DfES 1579-2005 CD) and scenario cards and ask the group to share their thoughts about the photographs as you read the scenes out.  Introduce the ideas of name calling, racism, being different, disabilities, and making assumptions about people.  This can be linked to RE sessions. 

Talk about the class/ school anti-bullying code.  Talk about the way that some people make fun of others because they feel bad about themselves.  They may be lonely or upset themselves and take it out on others.  How can we help with this?

List their ideas.  These should reinforce and link ideas of friendship, care and inclusion that have been outlined in previous sessions.  

DIFFERENTIATION
Some children may need support when sharing ideas and care should be taken not to allow naming of particular children in the discussions.  This should be established as part of the ground rules for taking part in discussions.

	PLENARY
Compile a list with the children of feelings words under the headings “happy” and “sad”.  Once this is done talk about the idea of “thinking before you do or say”.  Will their action be a part of the happy or sad list for the child that they are with?

Encourage the group to recognize that understanding how their actions will affect the other person is a very important part of growing up.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. How do they feel?

2. Why did you act like that?

3. What will the other person be experiencing?

4. How should I behave towards others?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
“I can understand that my behaviour will affect others”, this will become apparent incidentally around the school.

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Ask people around them to share what makes them feel happy or unhappy.

	EVALUATION
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
