	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
Links with lessons 2 through to in Autumn 2.  Links with lesson 3 in summer 1 (safety with medicines and household substances).  Links with how to use the emergency services.  Links with the school internet safety policy and procedure.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To understand that some things around us can be harmful or dangerous.  To know what to do in an emergency.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know how to tell someone that there has been an accident.

I can keep myself safe when indoors.
I have thought about the different types of dangers there are indoors.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Safety, indoors, electricity, medicines, internet, stranger, toys, fire, hazards, trip.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT
· www.safestart.org has interactive games to use when teaching about internet safety.

· www.switchonkids.org.uk has a useful interactive tool to visit areas of the house and check on possible electrical hazards.

· A box of items such as toys, wire, string, matches, bleach, medicines, kettle, toaster, picture of a computer etc.

· 2 plastic sorting hoops.

· 2 cards- labelled “safe” and “possible hazard”.

· Large sheets of paper and pens.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Remind the children about previous lessons when we have thought about how to stay safe.  Introduce the box of ‘things’ and ask them to examine the contents.  Introduce the word ‘hazard’.

Can they sort the items into 2 sets - use free sorting with their own ideas to start with, and then into a set of safe items and a set of things that may be a possible hazard in the home.  Ask the children to explain their thinking as they place the items.

Once the sets are sorted decide what might make something a hazard.  This might include being something that gets hot (burning), or that you can fall over (trip hazard), or that may make you ill if you eat it.

Reassure the children that under most circumstances all these things will be safe, but being aware that they can cause harm is important and that they can help younger brothers and sisters be aware too.  Use the www.switchonkids.org.uk quiz to identify some of the electrical hazards in the home and also show them what to do if someone suffers an electrical shock.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1

Divide the large piece of paper into quarters.  Each of these will be a room in the house.  In pairs ask the children to draw pictures in the room showing potential hazards.  As they draw the item they label it in RED (and if possible write why it is a hazard).  This could be turned into a collage activity if appropriate.

Once all the houses are assembled, look at them and make a list of any possible hazards that are the same in the rooms, things like electricity or trip hazards.

Discuss how we can become more safe, tidy toys away, don’t have electrical things where there is water, don’t put fingers into electrical sockets, keep medicines in a locked cupboard.  When you have thought about the preventions, the children can put a star on the item in their pictures.  The star is to indicate that they know what to do to be safe.

Remind the children about the 999 procedures if they needed to use it.

£££ Remind the children that calling 999 is always free.

Activity 2 

As a class talk about chat rooms.  Remind them that even when you think you are on your own, in a chat room you are not and that they need to be careful when talking online.  Use the www.safestart.org quiz to reinforce this message.

DIFFERENTIATION
Support may need to be given during the drawing/ collage activity.  Sensitivity may also be required when talking about chat rooms, as pupils will have varied levels of experience of them.

	PLENARY
Look around the classroom.  How many potential hazards can you spot? Talk about doing a risk assessment and reinforce classroom rules such as tucking chair legs in and holding scissors correctly when moving around the room.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What is a hazard?

2. What can we do to prevent an accident indoors?

3. What do I do in an emergency?

4. How do I stay safe online?


	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Ask the children to keep an eye open for potential hazards as they move around school and report any that they find.
