	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction - Desert island game
Divide the children into small groups.  Tell the children they are going to a wild desert island and their group can only take ten things with them.  What do you think you will need?  Decide together which ten things they are going to take.  Oops!  Change of rules! You can only take five things altogether.  Share group decisions.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 - I want … 

Do you ever say ‘I want’?  If I went to a desert island I WANT to take some designer sunglasses.  Do I need everything I WANT?  What happens if I WANT some sensible shoes but I can’t afford them at the moment?  What can I do?  Talk about the difference between wanting and needing things. 

Activity 2 

Watch charity website video clip of choice - such as www.wateraid.org to initiate class discussion, share thoughts.  Does everybody have a choice?  Can everyone buy what they want?  Can everyone buy what they need? 

Activity 3

Why do we save?  Ask the children to think of an item that they would like to save up for. Work out how much you would save at £1 per day 50p, 20p.  How long would it take to save up for each item if they each saved £1 a day?  Ask the children to work in small groups and think about why it can be hard to save then ask them to feedback.

Where/ what is the best way to save?  Asking a parent to look after your money for you, using a bank account etc.  You could extend this activity into making moneyboxes, using nets of various shapes such as cubes, cuboids, pyramids etc
Show the children an envelope from your Head teacher marked “£20 to use to help others”.  Ask the children…  “What could we do with this money?  Could we use it to raise some more money?  Could we raise some money for …………………… charity?”  Talk to partner and share ideas           

DIFFERENTIATION
Mixed ability pairs for discussion activity.

	PLENARY
As a class, choose a worthy cause to raise money for. Ask children to think about quick easy and fun ideas to raise money and ask them to bring them to the next session.
