	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Refer to Lesson 1 and recap on the Ground Rules created.  Tell the children that the focus of the lesson is to find out about each other and they will be doing this in different ways, through a ‘game’ and by working in small groups on a presentation.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: Circle time game, Changing places

Children to sit in a large circle.  Swap places if: you like listening to music; you love animals; you love chickens; you enjoy reading.
Activity 1 - Favourites wheel

(from SEAL resources – Year 3/4 New Beginnings – Year 4 resource)

Give the children copies of the Favourites wheel from the resource sheets.  They should fill in the outer rim with one thing they like in each category, such as a food or colour.  They should then find someone else who has the same favourite in each category to put their name in the inner space.  They should try to find a different person to write their name in each category.  Children then feedback what they have found out about each other and what similarities and differences there are.
Activity 2 - Likes and Dislikes: Finding out about my Classmates

(adapted from Gifts and Talents Challenge, Year 3 Yellow SEAL resources, New Beginnings)

Everyone has personal likes and dislikes – it is what makes us all different (though within that there will be similarities as well, but we are all essentially unique).  You might like telling jokes, reading, mending bikes or skateboarding. Your ‘like’ might be something quite different though, like being kind, or solving problems, or being honest, or helping others, or being a good friend.  You might also dislike things like custard, swimming, football, certain colours etc.  All our likes and dislikes are important, they are part of what makes us ‘us’.

Your group needs to find out what each other’s likes and dislikes are.  Then use that information to think of a name and totem for your group.  A totem is something to represent the members of the group.  It might be a picture or a sculpture.  When you hear the name and see the totem, it will help you to remember the likes and dislikes of everyone in the group.  You will be asked to give a presentation to the class about your group and their likes and dislikes.  The presentation will be about your group’s likes and dislikes and will need:
· a totem

· a catchphrase or jingle to help you explain the likes and dislikes of everyone in the group

· a group name

· an explanation of your totem

You have 45 minutes to prepare your presentation and 3 minutes to present to the rest of your class.
DIFFERENTIATION
Children work in a small group with adult support.

	PLENARY
Ask the children to explain what they have learnt about each other during the lesson.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What are the main similarities and differences identified?

2. Why is it important to respect each other’s views and likes and dislikes?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Smiley faces or thumbs up/ down to indicate levels of understanding.  Make sure children with sad faces or thumbs down are revisited.
