	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction/ Warm Up Activity:

Children to sit in a circle leaving one gap/ empty space.  The aim of the game is for the children to change places by inviting a peer to sit next to them, but they must give a reason for their choice based on a personal attribute they like or a behaviour that addresses a classroom rule or circle time rule.  The children then take it in turns to invite a peer to sit with them “I would like… to sit next to me because…”  Teacher to share today’s learning objective and explain the activities.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1 – Pair Work

During this activity the children need to work with a partner to discuss how they think they learn best.  Each random pair needs to discuss the statements on the resource sheet

I like to...           

I am good at…         

I learn best when… 

To select random pairs, each child needs to be given a matching pairs card, this could be linked to another curriculum area, for example, if the science topic was earth and space the children could have matching cards that were planets or in history matching famous people, or even fruit.

Each child needs to be given a card and then the whole class need to locate their partner and find a space to sit where they will be able to face each other.  In pairs the children should use the class circle time rules to complete the statements orally. 
This should be a quick activity to allow time for some of the children to share their statements with the class and for the teacher to explain that we all learn in different ways depending on the individual or the type of activity, and we may use more than one learning style. 

Use the ideas below to discuss the learning styles in your classroom.  Select the ones that meet the needs of your class (Italics for child speak)

· A linguistic learner I like to record my ideas and findings in writing.        

· A logical/mathematical learner I like to investigate.

· A spatial learner. I like to make models.

· A musical learner I like to learn through music and listening.

· A bodily/kinaesthetic learner I like to act out the learning.

· An interpersonal leaner I like to work with other people.

· An intrapersonal learner I like to work alone.

After the discussion the children need to then identify with a partner which learning style they think they use.  The learning styles should then be displayed in the classroom for the children and teacher to refer to during other areas of learning in the classroom.

Activity 2 - Cross-Curricular Link Activity

(This could be completed as part of the PSHEE lesson or as part of another curriculum area)

Teacher to use an activity from her/his weekly plan that would allow children to use different learning styles to meet the learning objective.  Teacher needs to select the learning styles that will develop the learning of the whole class so it is important to select styles that will positively impact on learning.  The teacher needs to decide if the children will be given three/ four activities and they choose which area would develop their individual learning style or the teacher selects children s/he thinks would learn best from each activity.  The teacher should then use the activity time as a planned observation time, to identify the learning styles used by the individual children.

This could be during a science activity where you could use the following ideas;

· A linguistic learner could find facts about the body and write these facts on a fact sheet.

· A spatial learner could make a model of the body and explain the parts of the body to a partner.

· An interpersonal learner could work within a group to discuss what they know about the body and collect information as a group.

· A logical/mathematical learner could use a computer programme to build the skeleton of a body.

An RE lesson on the creation could use the following ideas:

· Musical composition in groups to illustrate a day in the creation story (choosing parts carefully to ensure music fits the part chosen)

· Drama to act out the chosen day.

· Poetry to express thoughts and feelings.

· Art/DT to illustrate the day or to create a model.

· Books and the internet to research creation in more than one religion.

DIFFERENTIATION
Support for SEN should be through adult support or selected pairing by class teacher to ensure spoken language is understood and they are able to access the learning opportunities.  Activity 2 is pupil choice so differentiation should be through outcome and used as a pupil self-assessment activity.

	PLENARY
Review the activity and learning styles used during this activity by answering the key questions as a whole class.  Remind the children that they will be using these learning styles in a variety of lessons and as a class they will be revisited in the next PSHEE session.

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Did you enjoy the learning today? Why?

2. Will you remember the learning experience?

3. Did you work well with others?

4. Would you choose to learn in this way again?

5. Did you choose the best learning style for you or would a different learning style have been more successful?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Teacher observation and pupil review during the plenary session.
