	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
I know about stereotyping and how it affects people.

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know some of the effects of stereotyping.
I can behave in an appropriate way without stereotyping unfairly.
I have thought about how stereotyping can affect people in different ways.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Stereotyping, discrimination, peers, peer pressure.

	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Introduce the term ‘stereotyping’.  Look at/ display on interactive whiteboard some definitions of stereotyping.  Discuss.  Create a class definition.  Ask children if they have ever experienced stereotyping.  Discuss.  Start a mind map about stereotyping which can be added to in the plenary and at later dates (look on Espresso if available for any stereotyping resources that may be useful).

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Warm up: 

Children to make a big circle.  Teacher to say a word and children have 5 seconds to turn into that word (teenager, mother, father, vicar, football player, ballet star, student, rugby player, actor, pop star, politician etc).  Discuss the ‘poses’ with the children.  Where did their ideas come from?  Many will have used stereotypical images/ ideas about these groups of people. 
Activity 1  

Provide groups of children with outlines of different people e.g. man, woman, doctor, dancer, teacher, football player, nurse (make sure they are stereotypical images e.g. female teacher, female nurse, male football player).  Children work together to write words and phrases about their ‘person’.  Discuss.  Draw out their stereotypical ideas.  Children then list why those stereotypes could be wrong and the effect the stereotypes could have.

Activity 2 

Create a list of stereotypes with the children e.g. men are better drivers than women, people who wear glasses are more intelligent, only women should be nurses etc.  Choose one of the reasons and imagine that you are the person who is experiencing that stereotypical role/identity.  Write a letter or some diary entries explaining what happens to you and how you feel.  Read out some of the letters/ diary entries and discuss.
DIFFERENTIATION
Small group research on the internet.  Art work link – fold a piece of paper in half.  On one half draw a stereotypical image of a person and label, on the other draw a non-stereotypical image and label.

	PLENARY
Ask children what they have learnt about stereotyping.  Add any extra ideas/information to the mind map started during the introduction.

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Look for stereotypes on the television, in magazines and newspapers and talk about these with a family member.

Create a unisex toy box:
A family friend is expecting a baby, but she is moving to Australia before it is born.  You want to give her some toys to take with her - but they must be OK for a boy or a girl.  Pick 10 toys to give her, one for each of the first 10 years of the baby's' life e.g. One year old = rattle, Two year old = ? Three year old = ?

· At what age does it get more difficult? 

· What does this tell us about gender?

	EVALUATION
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
