	LINKS TO PREVIOUS LEARNING
This lesson follows on from lesson 3.

	LEARNING OBJECTIVE (WALT)
To understand:

· that several factors affect the price we set

· that we can change different factors to achieve a better price

· that people are paid for the work they do

· about value for money and best value

	LEARNING OUTCOMES (WILF)
I know
that people are paid for the work they do and this is a key factor in the cost of  goods.
I can make decisions about value for money and setting the right price.
I have thought about the fairness of paying people for the work they do and when it is fair to give time for nothing.

	KEY VOCABULARY
Labour costs, best value, profit, wage, salary.

	RESOURCES/SUPPORT


	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Remind pupils about the cost of materials they set in the previous lesson. 

What could they have done to reduce their costs?  (e.g. buy in bulk, share resources with other groups.)

What effect would it have had on their costs if the pupils charged for the time they spent making the cards?  What would be a fair amount to charge for their labour?  Should the amount change if they work at home in their spare time?  Should they be paid for the time they spend making cards or the number of cards they actually make?  

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1: Small Group Work

Ask each group to recalculate their costs and the price of each card taking into account the cost of their labour.  To do this, pupils will have to estimate how long it took to make the cards. The group will also need to decide whether to charge for the time spent or by the number of cards made.  How many cards would they have to sell now to make enough profit to buy the item they want?  Do they think they could sell this many cards?

Activity 2: Whole Class

Discuss the issue of charging for the labour on the cards.  Each group needs to decide what they will do. Discuss issues of ownership if one group manages to raise enough money for a luxury item, e.g. who will own the luxury item? Who can use it?  How long will it last?  Who benefits?   For what would pupils be prepared to give their time for nothing e.g. for charity, to get a luxury item for the classroom? 

DIFFERENTIATION
More able pupils could consider the division of labour involved in making the cards and decide whether each job should be paid at the same level.

	PLENARY
Discuss value for money.  What do we mean by this term?  If we charge for labour will the new price put off any potential buyers?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. Should we charge for the time put into making the cards?

2. What would be fair charge for the work?

3. What effect does charging for labour have on the final cost?

4. How many cards will we need to sell to make enough profit?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Identify which pupils: feedback to the whole class; offer suggestions; offer opinions; respond to points made by others.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

Speaking and Listening opportunities:

· Pupils share their personal views with a group and, through feedback, with the whole class.  Pupils have the opportunity to express opinions and negotiate so that the group can reach an agreement.

Mathematical skills:
· Pupils use calculating skills to work out the costs of the items and to identify the best price for selling.

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Pupils could prepare for the next lesson by discussing the factors that would make their card sale successful.
