	TEACHING/LEARNING ACTIVITIES
Introduction

Discuss with pupils what makes a business successful drawing on their experience from making & selling cards e.g. pricing, quality, advertising.

	MAIN TEACHING AND LEARNING
Activity 1: Whole Class Activity

Read ‘Charlie Fly and the Nice Dream’ from ‘On the Money’.  Discuss what it takes to be a successful entrepreneur.

Activity 2: Small Group Work (If you have arranged a visit from a local business person/entrepreneur) 

Split the pupils into small groups and ask them to draw up a list of 3 questions that they would like to ask the visitor. Remind them that some questions would not be appropriate e.g. ‘how much money do you have’?  Encourage them to ask about  issues such as how s/he became successful, whether there were any sacrifices that they had to make in the early days, how they decided what they wanted to do etc. Introduce the visitor and after they have explained who they are and what they do invite each group in turn to ask one of their questions. Continue until you run out of either questions or time.
Alternative Activity 2: Small Group Work (If you have not been able to find a visitor)

Ask pupils which successful business people/entrepreneurs they can think of, e.g. Richard Branson, James Dyson, Theo Paphitis, Deborah Meaden, Alan Sugar, Karren Brady,  etc. 

Use the internet to:

· read about one or more of the people that interest them, e.g. http://www.growingbusiness.co.uk/entrepreneur-profiles. 

· research common characteristics of successful entrepreneurs, e.g. http://www.entrepreneur.com/homebasedbiz/article200730.html and http://www.powerhomebiz.com/vol19/secrets.htm
Get each group to draw up their own shortlist of 10 things that are necessary to be successful and take feedback. Which things do the groups have in common? Which do they think is the most important thing? 
DIFFERENTIATION
Plan the composition of the groups to ensure either peer or teacher/TA support for the least able.

	PLENARY
What have the pupils learned about being a successful business person/entrepreneur? Did anything surprise them?

	KEY QUESTIONS
1. What makes a business successful?

2. How do you get started?

	ASSESSMENT FOR LEARNING
Identify which pupils: feedback to the whole class; offer suggestions; offer opinions; respond to points made by others.

	CROSS CURRICULAR LINKS

Speaking and Listening opportunities

· Pupils share their personal views with a group and, through feedback, with the whole class.  Pupils have the opportunity to express opinions and negotiate so that the group can reach an agreement.  

Writing

· Pupils can practise their writing skills by writing a thank you letter to their visitor.  

	HOME LEARNING ACTIVITY

Pupils can construct a letter to their visitor thanking them for coming into school.
