Slide 4: ask question and ask children which options they would choose - Hands up! 
 Slide 5: Which one is the best? Get answers. Show best answers. Put hands up if they were right.

Slide 6: Introduce pantomime, characters, tell them to think about how Cinders is feeling as they watch

Slide 8:  ask question on next page, Did Cinders like emails??? – get some more answers
Take turns for next slide about SMART
